Course Description
This course covers background information in use and chemistry of herbicides, insecticides, fungicides and nematicides. Types of materials, safety in handling, storage and method of application are emphasized. Students develop ability to interpret and explain to customers the directions and precautions to be observed with agricultural chemicals.

Course Outcomes 
The successful completion of this course will enable you to:

· Demonstrate knowledge of the safe and appropriate use of agricultural chemicals

· Perform calculations necessary to apply pesticides using a variety of application technologies 
· Discuss toxicology and environmental concerns regarding the application of pesticides in agricultural and natural ecosystems.

Check the syllabus for topics and designated chapters in the 

Oregon Pesticide Safety Education Manual.
Read the designated chapters in the Manual and test your knowledge by working through the study questions (answers are provided on pages 229-246).

In Blackboard go to Online Lectures>PowerPoint Lectures and review the lectures for the designated chapters. Online lectures will be made available every Wednesday. 
In Blackboard go to Online Lectures>Lecture Study Questions and answer the questions using WORD or another instructor approved text processing program. Use the Digital Dropbox in Blackboard to submit your answers to the instructor by Sunday of each week.

View lab slide sets, videos or DVDs when indicated in the course syllabus. These media will be available from Tuesday to Thursday of each week.
In Blackboard go to Lab folder and answer the weekly questions using WORD or another instructor-approved text processing program. Use the Digital Dropbox to submit your answers to the instructor by Thursday of each week. Attendance of in-class labs and field trips will be considered a completed lab report.          

Optional (and strongly recommended): In Blackboard go to Online Lectures>Self Study Tutorial and review the weekly topics. The Self Study Tutorial contains study questions to test your knowledge with immediate feedback to your answers.

Only students following this procedure will receive make-up quizzes or a chance to submit lab and lecture reports at a later time. You can keep track of the assigned grades on Blackboard.
